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Scholarship for Women from the Solomon Islands
in memory of Pam Tenapiko

PURPOSE & ELIGIBILITY
This scholarship, in memory of Pam Tenapiko, was made possible by a generous donation. The scholarship is intended to help support a woman from the Solomon Islands to study at an accredited tertiary institute in the Auckland region of New Zealand. 
Accredited institutes in the Auckland region are: 
· The University of Auckland; 
· Auckland University of Technology (AUT); 
· Unitec;
· Manukau Institute of Technology (MIT);
· Whitecliffe College of Art and Design;
· Te Wānanga o Aotearoa (Auckland);
· Te Whare Wānanga o Awanuiārangi (Auckland).
The funding may be used for tertiary fees or other costs related to the study (e.g. travel, general living costs).
CLOSING DATE: 26th May, 2026.
REGULATIONS
1. One scholarship of NZD $2,000 will be available for offer annually.
2. Applicants for this scholarship must:
a. be a woman;
b. be 18 years of age or older;
c. be a Solomon Islands citizen;
d. be enrolled full-time or part-time* at an accredited tertiary institute in the Auckland region of New Zealand;
e. have completed the equivalent of at least one full-time year of study at an accredited tertiary institute in any country, including the Solomon Islands.
3. In awarding this scholarship, the selection committee may give consideration to:
a. the applicant’s personal statement (of no more than 500 words) explaining why she has chosen her area of study and her future goals;
b. the applicant’s academic record;
c. the applicant’s referee’s report;
d. the applicant’s apparent need for financial assistance;
e. any special circumstances considered relevant, e.g. family responsibilities, leadership potential.
4. Each applicant for this scholarship must submit her application on the current prescribed application form, together with:
a. a certified copy or statutory declaration of her academic record (this can be in the form of a certified digital document from the institution);
b. a certified copy of evidence of status as a Solomon Island citizen;
c. confirmation that a confidential reference has been sought from one referee and will be emailed to the Awards Coordinator prior to the closing date.

“Certified copy” means a copy of the original, certified as true by an appropriate authority (for example, University Registrar, Head of Department or Study Supervisor, or Justice of the Peace).

5. This scholarship may be held concurrently with another scholarship of any value if the regulations for that award permit that.
6. Previous recipients of the scholarship are eligible to apply again in subsequent application rounds, provided they continue to meet all eligibility criteria.
7. The scholarship shall be paid in one instalment directly to the successful applicant on evidence of enrolment at the tertiary institution in Auckland New Zealand as a full-time or part-time* student.
8. The successful applicant is required to complete her year of study and make a brief report at the end of this year of study.

· Evidence of Solomon Island citizenship.

An expert selection panel will review your application and you will receive the outcome of your application within six weeks of the closing date for the award. 
*This scholarship is intended for students studying full-time towards a qualification. The Trustees understand that personal circumstances such as health conditions or impairments can limit a person’s ability to study full-time. Applications from students studying part-time due to disability will be therefore considered, but the applicant must include documentation supporting their reason for studying part-time. Examples of supporting documents include a letter of support from a disability service provider, the Students with Disabilities office, or your general practitioner. Students studying part-time due to disability who are successful in their application will be paid a pro-rata amount. For the purposes of this Award, a disability refers to both visible and invisible impairments including: blind and low vision, deaf and hearing impaired, head injury, ongoing medical conditions, diagnosed mental health conditions, physical/mobility impairments, speech impairments, Autism Spectrum Disorder, specific learning disabilities (e.g. dyslexia, dyspraxia, dyscalculia).
